Opción A 
Education in Australia 

Education in Australia is widely recognised as being of a high standard. Schooling is obligatory from ages 5 to 15 
and is the responsibility of state governments. Although each Australian state has its own education system 
nowadays, they all follow the same model and receive extra funding from the federal government. 

The Australian government provides public schools free of charge to fareign long-lasting residents in Australia. 
However, pupils on a temporary visa in Australia may have to pay school lees. Therefare, fareign parents planning 
to bring their children to an Australian school should check with the individual school far further details. As the 
school year (January to December) in Australia differs from that of many other countries, they should bring school 
reports and a reference from the previous school. This will help to determine the class that the child will join. 

Education can start from age 3 onwards, although this is not required. Compulsory education in Australia starts at 
the primary level, usually when children are aged 5. Depending on the state or territory, primary education lasts 6 
or 7 years. Secondary school (called high school) starts at age 12-13 and continues until age 17-18. School grade 
levels are numbered Year 1 to Year 12, fallowing the initial preparatory year. 

Schools in Australia can be either state schools or prívate schools - !he latter are generally run by religious 
institutions. Boarding schools, where sorne or ali pupils study and live during the school year, also exist, especially 
in isolated areas. They are generaliy subsidised by state or territory governments. 

In most schools, pupils wear a uniform and sunhats are compulsory far children in Years 1 to 4. Parents have to 
pay the cost of text books and uniforms, but sun cream is provided free of charge to students in primary school. 
School lunches are not available at ali schools and children may have to bring a packed lunch.

Opción B 
Queen Elizabeth 

Queen Elizabeth is Head of State of the United Kingdom and fifteen other Commonwealth countries. The 
elder daughter of King George VI and Queen Elizabelh, she was born in 1926, became Queen al the age of 25, 
and has reigned through more than six decades of enormous social change and development. The Queen is 
married to Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh, and has tour children, eight grandchildren and tour great 
grandchildren. 

As a constitutional monarch, Her Majesty does not "rule" lhe United Kingdom, but fulfils importan! ceremonial 
and formal roles with respect to Government. She is also Fount of Justice, Head of the Armed Forces and has 
importan! relationships with the established Churches of England and Scotland. 

Much has happened over the course of the Queen's lite. Television has been invented, man has walked on 
the moon tor the firsl time and the Berlín Wall has been built and then razed to the ground. Her Majesty's life 
has seen many changes too, from fulfilling her role as Queen al the age of 25 while also raising a family, to 
travelling all around the world much more frequently than any other previous British monarch. 

An animal lover since she was a little child, the Queen takes a keen inlerest in horses. She attends the 
Derby al Epsom, one of the classic flal races in Britain, and the Summer Race Meeting al Asco!, which has 
been a Royal occasion since 1911. Asan owner and breeder of pure race horses, she afien visits other race 
meetings to watch her horses' participation. The Queen's horses have won races al Royal Asco! on a number of 
occasions. 

Other interests include walking in the countryside and Scottish country dancing. Each year during her stay al 
Balmoral Castle in Scotland, the Queen gives dances for neighbours, estate and Castle staff, and members of 
the local community.
