The Decline of “Once upon a time....”

Once upon a time, parents read bedtime stories to their children... But now it
seems that the fairy tale is over. According to a poll of mums and dads with
under-sevens, 36 per cent of parents never pick up a book with their little
ones. Of those who do read with their kids, just 21 per cent make time for a
story before bed every night. The study also showed that nearly half of the
kids would rather watch TV or play with toys or computer games.

In light of the findings, Littlewoods.com, a British online retailer behind the
study, has teamed up with 31-year-old British pop star Natasha Hamilton to
get youngsters back into reading. Littlewoods and Natasha have just
launched a bedtime story competition for children under seven to draw
pictures and create their own tale. The winning entry will be turned into an
audio book, narrated by Natasha. The pop star said: “As a mum of three, |
know how enjoyable bedtime stories are for my kids. I’'m really excited
about seeing all the different story ideas. | can’t wait to see what the kids
come up with. Choosing a winner will not be easy”.

Experts say that one of the key ways of helping children to learn to read and
write well is to give them a love of books. However, some parents blame a
lack of time for not reading with their children, while others say they are just
too stressed, or that their kids are simply not interested. Surprisingly enough,
the vast majority of parents were told bedtime stories regularly when they
were little.

Courses Online

For those students who struggle to leave their beds for a 9 a.m. lecture, the idea
of studying online wherever and whenever you want — including under the
duvet with a laptop — may seem like a dream come true. Soon some students
will be able to do just that, as will anybody with a computer and internet
connection, because a number of universities are planning to offer some of their
courses online. Not only will these offer greater flexibility to online learners
around the world, they will also be free.

EdX, an online platform founded by Harvard, Berkeley and the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, has already attracted 800,000 students from 192
countries since it started in autumn 2012. Significantly, the platform has
developed an examination process, which means that online learners can
graduate from an EdX course with a certificate and a grade.

However, it seems unlikely, for the time being, that online higher education will
supersede traditional on-campus university degrees. It is well-known that many
leading institutions, including Oxford and Cambridge, are absent from a list of
17 universities that have signed up to give away their course content online.

An obstacle preventing online courses from being taken seriously is the fact that
many have a high drop-out rate. For instance, although 155,000 students
registered online to take MIT’s courses on electronics on EdX, only 7,200
students completed them. With no tutors or lecturers to help you in person, self-
motivation and discipline are required in abundance to see a course through to
the end.

INGLES

CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS DE CORRECCION

TIEMPO: 1 hora y 30 minutos

La prueba consistira en el “andlisis” de un texto de un idioma extranjero (el inglés en este
caso), del lenguaje comdn, no especializado. El alumno dispone de dos opciones para
contestar (A y B). Debe escoger solo una de ellas. A partir del texto propuesto, el estudiante
realizard un comentario personal y respondera a cuestiones relacionadas con el texto, que
seran planteadas y respondidas por escrito en el mismo idioma, sin ayuda de diccionario ni de
ningun otro manual didactico. El texto contendra alrededor de 250 palabras y su comprension
no exigird conocimientos especializados ajenos a la materia de la prueba. La dificultad del
texto estara controlada, a fin de permitir al alumno que realice la misma en el tiempo previsto.
La puntuacion total del examen sera de 10 puntos. Al comienzo de la prueba se incluiran unas
instrucciones generales para la realizacion de la misma en lengua castellana. El resto de la
prueba estara totalmente redactada en inglés, y el alumno usard exclusivamente la lengua
inglesa en sus respuestas.

Valoracion y objetivos de cada una de las preguntas:

Pregunta 1: Hasta 2 puntos. Se trata de medir exclusivamente la comprension lectora. El
alumno debera decidir si dos frases que se le presentan son verdaderas o falsas, copiando a
continuacién unicamente el fragmento del texto que justifica su eleccién. Se otorgara 1 punto
por cada apartado. Se calificara con 0 puntos la opcidn elegida que no vaya justificada.

Pregunta 2: Hasta 2 puntos. Se pretende comprobar dos destrezas: la comprension lectora y
la expresion escrita, mediante la formulacion de dos preguntas abiertas que el alumno debera
contestar basdndose en la informacion del texto, pero utilizando sus propias palabras en la
respuesta. Cada una de las preguntas valdra 1 punto, asignandose 0,5 puntos a la comprension
de la pregunta y del texto, y 0,5 a la correccidon gramatical de la respuesta.

Pregunta 3: Hasta 1 punto. Esta pregunta trata de medir el dominio del vocabulario en el
aspecto de la comprension. El alumno demostrara esta capacidad localizando en el parrafo/s
que se le indica un sindnimo adecuado al contexto, de cuatro palabras o definiciones. Se
adjudicara 0,25 por cada apartado.

Pregunta 4: Hasta 2 puntos. Con esta pregunta se pretende comprobar los conocimientos
gramaticales del alumno, en sus aspectos morfoldgicos y/o sintacticos. Se presentaran
oraciones con huecos que el alumno debera completar/rellenar. También podran presentarse
oraciones para ser transformadas, u otro tipo de item. Se adjudicard 0,25 a cada “hueco en
blanco”, y en el caso de las transformaciones o items de otro tipo se concederd 0,5 con
cardcter unitario.

Pregunta 5: Hasta 3 puntos. Se trata de una composicién, de 100 a 150 palabras, en la que el
alumno podra demostrar su capacidad para expresarse libremente en lengua extranjera. Se
propondréd una Unica opcion y se otorgaran 1,5 puntos por el buen dominio de la lengua —
Iéxico, estructura sintactica, etc. — y 1,5 por la madurez en la expresion de las ideas —
organizacion, coherencia y creatividad.
