Cell Phone Jammers

It might look like a walkie talkie, but that little box is more powerful than you
think. When a cell phone jammer is turned on, it can block any cell phone
service in the area. Using one is not only a federal crime but it could result in a
$16,000 fine and jail time.

But that did not stop Eric, a man from Philadelphia, who was fed up with the
chatty cell phone talkers on the 44 bus. According to a TV channel, Eric
would fire up that jammer when he did not want to hear the conversations. “A
lot of people are extremely loud, no sense of privacy or anything. When it
becomes a bother, that’s when | screw on the antenna and flip the switch”,
Eric told the reporters.

Eric claimed that he did not know it was illegal to block a cell phone signal,
and thought it was a “gray area”. He said he was under the impression that it
was only illegal when blocking television or radio signals. “I guess I’m taking
the law into my own hands and, quite frankly, I’m proud of it”, he added.

This type of jammers is illegal because they could prevent cell phone
communication in emergencies and because they can block other important
signals such as police radio. But the bigger issue is that Eric is not alone in
this jamming practice. Jammers are easy to buy at sites on the Internet. Police
reported that other people in the New Jersey and New York area are using
them as well. Maybe Eric’s story will remind them all of just how illegal using
that powerful device is.

INGLES

CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS DE CORRECCION

TIEMPO: 1 hora y 30 minutos

La prueba consistira en el “andlisis” de un texto de un idioma extranjero (el inglés en este
caso), del lenguaje comdn, no especializado. El alumno dispone de dos opciones para
contestar (A y B). Debe escoger solo una de ellas. A partir del texto propuesto, el estudiante
realizard un comentario personal y respondera a cuestiones relacionadas con el texto, que
serén planteadas y respondidas por escrito en el mismo idioma, sin ayuda de diccionario ni de
ningun otro manual didactico. El texto contendra alrededor de 250 palabras y su comprension
no exigird conocimientos especializados ajenos a la materia de la prueba. La dificultad del
texto estara controlada, a fin de permitir al alumno que realice la misma en el tiempo previsto.
La puntuacion total del examen seréa de 10 puntos. Al comienzo de la prueba se incluiran unas
instrucciones generales para la realizacion de la misma en lengua castellana. El resto de la
prueba estara totalmente redactada en inglés, y el alumno usard exclusivamente la lengua
inglesa en sus respuestas.

Valoracion y objetivos de cada una de las preguntas:

Pregunta 1: Hasta 2 puntos. Se trata de medir exclusivamente la comprension lectora. El
alumno debera decidir si dos frases que se le presentan son verdaderas o falsas, copiando a
continuacién unicamente el fragmento del texto que justifica su eleccidn. Se otorgara 1 punto
por cada apartado. Se calificara con 0 puntos la opcidn elegida que no vaya justificada.

Pregunta 2: Hasta 2 puntos. Se pretende comprobar dos destrezas: la comprension lectora y
la expresion escrita, mediante la formulacion de dos preguntas abiertas que el alumno debera
contestar basandose en la informacion del texto, pero utilizando sus propias palabras en la
respuesta. Cada una de las preguntas valdra 1 punto, asignandose 0,5 puntos a la comprension
de la pregunta y del texto, y 0,5 a la correccidon gramatical de la respuesta.

Pregunta 3: Hasta 1 punto. Esta pregunta trata de medir el dominio del vocabulario en el
aspecto de la comprension. ElI alumno demostrara esta capacidad localizando en el parrafo/s
que se le indica un sinénimo adecuado al contexto, de cuatro palabras o definiciones. Se
adjudicara 0,25 por cada apartado.

Pregunta 4: Hasta 2 puntos. Con esta pregunta se pretende comprobar los conocimientos
gramaticales del alumno, en sus aspectos morfologicos y/o sintacticos. Se presentaran
oraciones con huecos que el alumno deberd completar/rellenar. También podran presentarse
oraciones para ser transformadas, u otro tipo de item. Se adjudicard 0,25 a cada “hueco en
blanco”, y en el caso de las transformaciones o items de otro tipo se concederd 0,5 con
caracter unitario.

Pregunta 5: Hasta 3 puntos. Se trata de una composicién, de 100 a 150 palabras, en la que el
alumno podra demostrar su capacidad para expresarse libremente en lengua extranjera. Se
propondrad una Unica opcion y se otorgaran 1,5 puntos por el buen dominio de la lengua —
Iéxico, estructura sintactica, etc. — y 1,5 por la madurez en la expresion de las ideas —
organizacion, coherencia y creatividad.
